Help Your Child Succeed in School
Use Calendars for Planning
Your child should have a calendar to keep track of school requirements. It’s a good
idea to keep a family calendar, too. The two calendars can work together to keep your
child organized and focused.
The Family Calendar:
Post a calendar where everyone in the family can use it. To keep track of individual
activities, use a color code with a color for each family member, and another for the
entire family. List family occasions, lessons, practices, appointments, and any other
events that might cut into homework and study time. List tests and major products,
such as book reports and research papers, so that family members will avoid
scheduling conflicts.
The Child’s Calendar:
For older children, a pocket organizer or assignment book is usually best. Dry-erase
calendars work well for younger children. Show your child how to use the calendar or
assignment book to record homework, tests, and major projects. Establish a daily
time when you check your child’s calendar and add any special events or projects to
the family calendar.

A Message From the Bookroom
St. Luke?s Episcopal School has an additional resource available to teachers for
reading instruction. The Bookroom contains hundreds of fiction and nonfiction books
which are arranged in a gradient of difficulty. They will be utilized to enhance curricular
areas of instruction in the classroom. Each title has six copies so that teachers can
conduct guided reading lessons in groups, at the appropriate reading levels of the
students. These reading levels were determined by using the Developmental Reading
Assessment (DRA). This assessment evaluates a child?s specific skills in reading
fluency, decoding, phonemic awareness, and comprehension. Based on this
information, the child?s teacher has hand-selected books for children to read at home
with a parent. It is important that children read books that are engaging and
appropriately challenging in order to optimize skill development and foster interest and
motivation. When the books are sent home, the children have already previewed and



practiced them at school. Parents are asked to spend 5-10 minutes with their children
reading these books for additional reinforcement. Books are then returned to school
the following day in the child?s backpack. Children will be bringing home many
exciting books to share with you. The children?s progress across guided reading
levels will be tracked over time, and teacher selections of reading material will be
modified accordingly. Books from the Bookroom do not replace the child?s AR
selection, but are intended to provide a teacher-selected, engaging book that the child
can read for guided practice across all domains of reading instruction.
