Help Your Succeed in School:

Even in the age of palm-size computers, it is essential that your child learn math facts-
addition, subtraction, multiplication, division. A child's ability to enjoy and excel in
higher-level mathematics often depends on his/her facility with basic computation.
You can help with daily one-minute drills. Decide on a specific for them, the same
time every day. Give your child a sheet of math facts or a series of flash cards and
note how many she can answer correctly in one minute. Don't spend more than a
minute on these drills. You have to strike a delicate balance. On the other hand, your
child has to build skill and speed, but too much time spent on drills may make your
child dislike math. You can make minute-math worksheets or flash cards or you can
buy drill workbooks at any educational supply store.
