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Help Your Child Succeed in School-Set Up a Family Message Center
To demonstrate the real-world value of writing and to help develop writing skill, establish a
mail center that all family members can use The refrigerator door is an ideal spot. Keep a
small pad of paper in the kitchen. Use magnets to post messages. Dry-erase and self-stick
notes also work well. Use the message center to make writing part of the family's day-to-
day communication in the following ways:

*Keep a while-you-were-out pad beside the telephone.
*Write notes to your child instead of giving oral instructions.
*Post a menu idea sheet where everyone can list suggestions for upcoming meal.
*Post to-do lists for family members.
*Keep a running shopping list.
